Some major charities use open source

In a world where Bill Gates and Microsoft
control what's on most of our computer
screens, it's easy to forget that there are
alternatives - but there are.

The easiest way to think of open source
software is as the opposite to Microsoft.
Where Microsoft applications are
licensed and paid-for, open source
(www.opensource.org) is shared and free.
It's called open source because the source
codes of its applications are public, and
anyone can change them to suit their own
needs. The Government already uses it,
along with some major charities such as
Breast Cancer Care.

It might sound confusing and daunting,
but many people herald open source as an
1deal solution for charities.
